Day 3 Rome

Day 5 Florence — Venice

to Venice. Enter the city in style by
PRIVATE BOAT to ST. MARK’S
SQUARE. Admire the Byzantine basilica,
the Clock Tower, lavish Doge’s Palace
and the Bridge of Sighs. Watch skilled
GLASSBLOWERS fashion their delicate
objects, then time to explore or to join an
optional gondola ride. (B,D)

Day 6 Venice —Lugano — Lucerne

We travel through the Lombardian plains,
past Milan and Lake Como to the Swiss
Alps. We admire the towering majesty of
the Swiss Alps and St. Gotthard on the
way to picture-book Lucerne. Why not
sign-up for a folklore party with yodeling
and alphorn blowing? (B)

Day 7 Lucerne

Admire Thorwaldsen’s LION
MONUMENT and the ornate patrician
houses lining the cobbled streets of the
Old Town, then, cross the famous covered
CHAPEL BRIDGE to the Jesuit Church.
Afterwards, shop for Swiss watches and
choose from our optional activities: climb
a mountain by cable car or take a cruise
on the fjord-like lake. (B,D)

Day 8 Lucerne - Paris, France

We cross the border into France and
enjoy a fast ride on the modern highway
skirting the vineyards of Burgundy and
Fontainebleau Forest. Tonight, you are in
Paris, the traditional climax of every
European tour. (B)

Day 9 Paris

Discover the world capital of chic and
style with a Local Guide and admire its
most famous sights: the Opéra, Arc de
Triomphe, Champs-Elysées, Notre Dame
Cathedral and more.
